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Partial Birth Abortion Ban Upheld – Cannon Fully Supports the Decision
WASHINGTON, DC — Congressman Chris Cannon (R-UT) released the following statement on today’s 5 – 4 decision by the US Supreme Court to uphold the 2003 ban on partial birth abortion:
“By today’s decision the Supreme Court concluded it is appropriate to ban a practice that shocks the conscience.  The Court acknowledged that this procedure is never medically necessary and there are safe alternatives.  In upholding the ban, the Court recognized the inherent rights of the unborn.”
Influential medical experts have testified that unborn babies feel pain when many of these grotesque procedures occur. Extensive medical evidence gathered during Congressional hearings concluded that partial-birth abortions are dangerous to women and are never necessary to preserve the health of a woman. This law establishes fines and a maximum of two years in prison for doctors who perform this procedure. 
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
