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Hensarling Lauds Supreme Court Decision to 
Uphold Ban on Partial Birth Abortion 

WASHINGTON, D.C. – Rep. Jeb Hensarling (R-TX), Chairman of the Republican Study Committee, lauded the Supreme Court decision today to uphold the ban on the barbaric procedure known as “partial birth abortion.” 

The 5-4 ruling said the Partial Birth Abortion Ban Act passed by Congress and signed into law by President Bush in 2003 does not violate the Constitution.  Hensarling issued the following statement: 

“I am thankful that the barbaric practice of partial-birth abortion is forever banned.  The gruesome procedure, during which a child is partially birthed and then stabbed in the head, is nothing less than torture of an innocent human being and has no place within a civilized society.      
 
“I applaud the Supreme Court for upholding the nationwide ban on this hideous form of abortion and am thankful that further destruction of children by this gruesome procedure will come to an end.  The court’s action to uphold this ban is a true victory for the unborn and their right to life.” 
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
