Keep God in Constituent Flag Requests, Co-sponsor HR 3779

Dear Colleague,

Please join us in co-sponsoring the Andrew Larochelle God, Family, and Country Act of 2007 (H.R.3779).  H.R. 3779 would reverse the Architect of the Capitol’s current policy prohibiting the inclusion of religious references on the flag certificates for flags flown over the U.S. Capitol.  

For example, flag requests that read “for the love of God, family, and Country” have been denied.  These certificates have been returned with the word “God” excluded, and read “for the love of family and Country”. 

The Capitol contains many religious references including “In God We Trust” inscribed directly above the Speaker’s chair in the House Chamber.  Additionally, God is referenced in the oath that Members recite when sworn into office.  “In God We Trust” is printed on our currency, and clearly referenced in the Declaration of Independence and other founding documents.  We must not allow the Architect’s policy to stand, and put our religious freedoms and heritage at risk.   

Last week over 140 Republicans and Democrats signed a letter to speaker Pelosi requesting a review and reversal of the Architect’s policy.  H.R. 3779 would reverse the Architect’s current policy thus allowing religious references on flag certificates.
