Stop the UN from accrediting NGOs

with ties to terrorist organizations!

Support the United Nations Economic and Social Council Accountability Act of 2007 (H.R. 3348)

Dear Colleague:

International non-governmental organizations (NGOs) active in the field of economic and social development can apply for “consultative status” with the U.N. Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC). The ECOSOC granted the Saudi Arabia-based International Islamic Relief Organization (IIRO) consultative status in 1995. Since then, both the U.S. Treasury Department and the United Nations have designated the IIRO as having financial ties to Al Qaeda. Yet IIRO retains its consultative status within the ECOSOC. 

H.R. 3348 would withhold a percentage of U.S. contributions to the United Nations in the amount that would be given to the ECOSOC. These funds would be withheld until the Secretary of State determines that the ECOSOC has withdrawn consultative status for all entities with affiliations to terrorist organizations, as identified by either the United Nations itself or the U.S. Treasury Department.
